Ron McNair Passage: 

WRITE-UP FOR STRENGTH (context clues) IS BELOW:

The reader appears to have a strength in the use of context clues.  When a reader uses context clues, he/she considers the meaning of the passage (using semantics) and syntax to ask him/herself “What would make sense?” and “What would sound right?” In this case, the reader used context clues to make substitutions that still made sense and sounded right within the passage.  For example, _______. 

The student also self-corrects by using context clues.  For example, at first she read some for something and then she went back and self-corrected. We can infer that she noticed that the word some did not make sense or sound right and then fixed the word by using context clues.  She does the same thing when she self-corrected thought for thinking.
